She has over twenty years’ experience in providing company secretarial and corporate services.  Madam Cheng has been working for several solicitors’ firms in Hong Kong in their company secretarial departments at supervisory level.
The Board is deeply regretted by the sudden death of Mr. Kwok and would like to express its appreciation to his contribution to the Company during the term of service.  The Board also extends its warmest welcome to Madam Song and Madam Cheng on joining the Company.
