INTRODUCTION

On 6 November 2016, the Board announced that on 4 November 2016 (United Kingdom
time), the Purchaser, being an indirect wholly-owned subsidiary of Chuang’s China, entered
into the SP Agreement with the Vendor, pursuant to which the Purchaser has agreed to acquire,
and the Vendor has agreed to sell, the Property at the Consideration of GBP80,000,000
(equivalent to approximately HK$774.4 million), subject to the Adjustment.



LETTER FROM THE BOARD

As the highest applicable percentage ratio (as defined in Rule 14.07 of the Listing Rules)
in respect of the Acquisition exceeds 25% but less than 100% for the Company, the
Acquisition constitutes a major transaction for the Company and is therefore subject to the
notification, announcement and shareholders’ approval requirements under Chapter 14 of the
Listing Rules.

The purpose of this circular is to give you further information on the Acquisition, a
valuation report on the Property and other information as required under the Listing Rules.

To the best of the Directors’ knowledge, information and belief having made all
reasonable enquiries, (i) the Vendor and its ultimate beneficial owners are third parties
independent of the Company and its respective connected persons (as defined in the Listing
Rules); (ii) the Vendor is a company incorporated in Scotland with limited liability; and (iii)
the Vendor is principally engaged in the provision of life assurance and pension products in
certain countries in Europe.

The Consideration for the Acquisition, after taking into account the Adjustment, is
GBP78,972,407 (equivalent to approximately HK$764.5 million) (the “Net Consideration”).

5. Completion

Completion took place on 24 November 2016, United Kingdom time. The Net

Consideration was paid in full by the Purchaser to the Vendor in cash on the Completion Date

and was financed by the internal resources of the Chuang’s China Group.

INFORMATION ON THE PROPERTY

The Property is located at 6—-12 Fenchurch Street and 1 Philpot Lane, City of London and
is close to the Monument station of the Tube, London’s underground railway system.
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LETTER FROM THE BOARD

The Property is an 11-storey commercial building providing approximately 77,652 sq. ft.
of office and retailing spaces. It is virtually fully leased to 6 tenants for office and 2 tenants for
retail generating total annual rental
income in 2016 (after taking into
account rent free periods as stipulated
in the tenancy agreements) of
approximately GBP3.4 million
(equivalent to approximately HK$32.9
million). All the tenancies were for 10
years, with the exception of 2 tenancies
which were for about 9 years and 15
years respectively. The earliest tenancy
expires in October 2019 and the latest
tenancy expires in July 2025. Details of
the tenancies are included in “Property
Valuation” as set out in Appendix IV
of this circular. On the basis of the Net
Consideration and the aforesaid rental
income in 2016, the historic rental yield
was about 4.3%.

The Chuang’s China Group
intends to hold the Property for
investment purposes and continues to
lease the Property for rental income
after Completion. The Chuang’s China
Group will carry out rent review and
expects that after the rent review for
the existing leases in the next 6 months
following the Completion Date, rental
income from the Property will be
further enhanced. For more details of the financial information of the Property, please refer to
the “Unaudited Financial Information of the Property” set out in Appendix II of this circular.

The Property

The Property was valued by Colliers International (Hong Kong) Limited, an independent
valuer, as at 31 October 2016 at GBP83,000,000 (equivalent to approximately HK$803.4
million). The valuation report of the Property is shown in Appendix IV of this circular.

INFORMATION ON THE PURCHASER, THE CHUANG’S CHINA GROUP AND THE
GROUP

The Purchaser is a company incorporated in the British Virgin Islands with limited
liability and is an indirect wholly-owned subsidiary of Chuang’s China. The Purchaser is
principally engaged in investment holding and property investment.
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The Chuang’s China Group is principally engaged in property development, investment
and trading, hotel operation and management, manufacturing, sales and trading of goods and
merchandises, including watch components and art pieces, and securities investment and
trading.

The Group is principally engaged in property development, investment and trading, hotel
operation and management, manufacturing, sales and trading of printed products, home
finishing products, watch components and merchandises, securities investment and trading,
development and operation of cemetery, money lending business and information technology
business.

FINANCIAL EFFECTS OF THE ACQUISITION ON THE GROUP

Based on the “Unaudited Pro Forma Financial Information of the Group™ as set out in
Appendix III to this circular which did not include the effect of the disposal of the subsidiaries
by Chuang’s China that held a property development project at Dongguan, the PRC and was
completed on 27 October 2016, the unaudited pro forma consolidated total assets of the Group
as at 30 September 2016 would be decreased by approximately HK$2.2 million to
approximately HK$16,577.1 million and the unaudited pro forma consolidated total liabilities
of the Group as at 30 September 2016 would be increased by approximately HK$6.4 million to
approximately HK$6,019.9 upon completion of the Acquisition, assuming that the Acquisition
had taken place on 30 September 2016. Accordingly, the unaudited pro forma consolidated net
assets of the Group as at 30 September 2016 would be decreased by approximately HK$8.6
million to approximately HK$10,557.2 million, which was mainly resulted from the net effect
of the expenses and stamp duty incurred and the negative goodwill recognized in relation to
the Acquisition.

The Group’s earnings are expected to increase as a result of the Acquisition, after taking
into account the rental income to be derived from the Property.

REASONS FOR AND BENEFITS OF THE ACQUISITION

Chuang’s China is a 57.4% subsidiary of the Group. Having considered the fact that (i)
the Acquisition will enlarge the property investment portfolio of the Chuang’s China Group;
(ii) the Acquisition will broaden the earnings base of the Chuang’s China Group with the stable
and recurring rental income generated from the leasing of the Property; and (iii) the
Acquisition is in line with the principal activities and the business strategies of the Chuang’s
China Group, the Directors concur with the view of the Chuang’s China Directors that the
Acquisition is in the interests of the Chuang’s China Shareholders as a whole.

The Consideration was determined after arm’s length negotiations between the Purchaser
and the Vendor by reference to, among others, location of the Property, market values of
comparable properties and a preliminary market valuation of the Property as appraised by an
independent valuer of GBP83,000,000 (equivalent to approximately HK$803.4 million) as at 31
October 2016.
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On the basis of the above, the Directors are of the view that the terms of the SP
Agreement and the Consideration are on normal commercial terms, fair and reasonable and are
in the interests of the Company and the Shareholders as a whole.

LISTING RULES IMPLICATIONS

As at the Latest Practicable Date, the Purchaser is an indirect wholly-owned subsidiary of
Chuang’s China and Chuang’s China is a non-wholly-owned subsidiary of, and owned as to
approximately 57.4% by, the Group.

As the highest applicable percentage ratio (as defined in Rule 14.07 of the Listing Rules)
in respect of the Acquisition exceeds 25% but less than 100% for the Company, the
Acquisition constitutes a major transaction for the Company and is therefore subject to the
notification, announcement and shareholders’ approval requirements under Chapter 14 of the
Listing Rules.

To the best of the knowledge, information and belief of the Directors having made all
reasonable enquiries, none of the Shareholders has a material interest in the Acquisition.
Accordingly, no Shareholders will be required to abstain from voting if the Company were to
convene a general meeting for approving the Acquisition. Pursuant to Rule 14.44 of the Listing
Rules, in lieu of holding a general meeting, shareholders’ written approval has been obtained
on 4 November 2016 from Evergain Holdings Limited (“EHL’), Hilltop Assets Limited
(“HAL”) and H.K. International Limited (“HKIL”), being a closely allied group of the
Shareholders which, as at the date of the SP Agreement, held 732,629,332, 76,003,017 and
207,608,072 Shares respectively, representing a total of approximately 60.6% of the entire
issued share capital of the Company, approving the Acquisition. EHL is a company wholly-
owned by Mr. Alan Chuang Shaw Swee (“Mr. Chuang”), the chairman and an executive
director of the Company. HAL is a company wholly-owned by Mrs. Alice Siu Chuang Siu
Suen (“Mrs. Siu”), a sister of Mr. Chuang. The Shares held by HKIL are held on trust of
which Mr. Chuang and Mrs. Siu are discretionary objects. As such, the Company is not
required to convene a special general meeting for this purpose.

2. INDEBTEDNESS STATEMENT

As at the close of business on 31 October 2016, being the latest practicable date for the
purpose of this indebtedness statement prior to the printing of this circular, the Group had
aggregate outstanding borrowings of approximately HK$4,315.1 million, comprising bank
borrowings of approximately HK$4,279.8 million of which approximately HK$3,769.8 million
was secured by fixed charges on certain assets of the Group, and unsecured borrowings from
non-controlling shareholders of approximately HK$35.3 million.

As at 31 October 2016, the Company provided a guarantee of HK$117.0 million for the
banking facility granted to a joint venture, and the Group provided guarantee of approximately
HK$924.4 million to banks for mortgage loans made by the banks to the purchasers of
properties sold by the Group in the PRC.

Save as aforesaid or otherwise disclosed herein, and apart from intra-group liabilities and
normal trade payables in the normal course of business, at the close of business on 31 October
2016, the Group did not have any other loan capital issued and outstanding or agreed to be
issued, bank overdrafts, loans or other similar indebtedness, liabilities under acceptances (other
than normal trade bills) or acceptance credits, debentures, mortgages, charges, hire purchase
commitments, guarantees or other material contingent liabilities.

3. MATERIAL ADVERSE CHANGE

The Directors confirmed that there was no material adverse changes in the financial or
trading position or prospects of the Group since 31 March 2016 (being the date to which the
latest published audited consolidated financial statements of the Group had been made up) up
to the Latest Practicable Date.

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4. WORKING CAPITAL STATEMENT

The Directors, after due and careful enquiry, are of the opinion that, after taking into
account the financial resources presently available to the Group including the internally
generated funds, the currently available facilities and the effects of the Acquisition, and in the
absence of unforeseen circumstances, the Group has sufficient working capital for its normal
business for at least the next twelve months from the date of this circular.

5.  FINANCIAL AND TRADING PROSPECTS OF THE GROUP

As for the property investment and development, and hotel business, the Group will
continue to take steps (including implementation of upgrading works, reshuffling of tenant mix
to attract higher quality tenants, improvement of quality of management services, etc.) to
further enhance rental yield and return of its investment and hotel properties in Hong Kong,
Malaysia, Taiwan and the PRC, and to unlock the store value of the Group’s development
projects in Hong Kong, the PRC, Vietnam and Mongolia by speeding up their development and
sales in accordance with local market conditions.

As for the manufacturing business, the Group will continue to solidify its customer base,
strengthen partnership with major customers while expanding domestic sales in the PRC. In
addition, the Group will reinforce its cost saving measures so as to enhance cost efficiency.

As for the cemetery business in the PRC, with the increase in demand of prestigious grave
plots and niches due to the growth of aged population in the PRC, coupled with the
improvement in infrastructure in nearby area, the Group is confident that this investment will
be rewarding in the long-term.

In addition, the Group will continue to look for new business opportunities including land
acquisitions and property investments and will review the existing group structure so that
resources can be deployed in a more effective and efficient manner.

For the preparation of the profit and loss statement on the identifiable income stream in
relation to the Property in strict compliance with Rule 14.67(6)(b)(i) of the Listing Rules, full
access to the underlying books and records of the Vendor covering the Relevant Period is
required. However, despite requests made by the Company with the Vendor, the Vendor has
not agreed to grant permission for the Group and/or the Company’s auditor to gain full access
to the abovementioned underlying books and records of the Vendor nor have they agreed to
provide to the Group the above information in relation to the Property, except for copies of the
subsisting tenancy agreements of the Property (the “Subsisting Tenancies’). The Vendor is an
insurance group and its financial information regarding the Property is not in the public
domain. Without the aforesaid full access to the underlying books and records of the Property
granted by the Vendor, it would not be possible for the Company to properly compile a profit
and loss statement on the identifiable income stream in relation to the Property for inclusion in
the circular as required under Rule 14.67(6)(b)(i) of the Listing Rules.

The Company has therefore applied to the Stock Exchange for a waiver and was granted
by the Stock Exchange, from strict compliance with Rule 14.67(6)(b)(i) of the Listing Rules.
The unaudited financial information of the Property for the Relevant Period as set out in this
appendix has been prepared by the Directors based on the review of the Subsisting Tenancies
provided to the Company by the Vendor and may not give a true and complete picture of the
performance of the Property during the Relevant Period.

According to the Subsisting Tenancies, the Property is subject to multi-lease to 6 tenants
for office and 2 tenants for retail. All the tenancies were for 10 years, with the exception of 2
tenancies which were for about 9 years and 15 years respectively. The earliest tenancy expires
in October 2019 and the latest tenancy expires in July 2025. Details of the Subsisting
Tenancies are included in “Property Valuation™ as set out in Appendix IV to this circular.

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Pursuant to the Subsisting Tenancies, the tenants are responsible for insurance,
maintenance and repair charges, statutory rent and rate, all utilities expenses (drainage,
electricity, gas, telephone and water) and other outgoings in respect of the Property. Due to the
limited information available, the Directors are unable to ascertain whether there were any
other expenses such as depreciation, finance costs and tax incurred for the Relevant Period. As
such, all the above expenses are not included in the unaudited financial information of the
Property set out in this appendix.

As the Group intends to hold the Property for investment purposes, the Property will be
classified as investment property in its financial statements after Acquisition and stated at fair
value. Accordingly there would be no depreciation for the Property. The Purchaser is subject to
the United Kingdom corporation tax in relation to the net profit arising from the leasing of the
Property at the prevailing tax rate of 20%.

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(iii) the auditor recalculated the amounts of the rental income for the Relevant Period presented on the
Rental Income Summary based on the information set out in the Subsisting Tenancies and the
formula stated in the Rental Income Summary;

Period shown in the Rental Income Summary;

(v)  the auditor recalculated the total amounts of rental income denominated in Hong Kong dollar

Consequently, no
assurance is provided by the auditor of the Company on the unaudited financial information of
the Property disclosed in this circular and the rental income for the Relevant Period.

Having taken into account the above disclosures of financial information of the Property,
the Directors consider the omission of a profit and loss statement for the Property’s net income
stream for the Relevant Period would not render this circular materially incomplete, misleading
or deceptive.

As at 30 September
2016, initial deposit of RMB300 million (equivalent to approximately HK$348.2 million) was received
and recorded in “Creditors and accruals™ as shown in the Unaudited Pro Forma Financial Information
presented above. All related assets and liabilities of the disposal group were reclassified as “Assets of
disposal group classified as held for sale” and “Liabilities of disposal group classified as held for sale”
respectively as at 30 September 2016 as shown in the Unaudited Pro Forma Financial Information
presented above.
