INTRODUCTION

At the forthcoming AGM, resolutions will be proposed to seek the Shareholders’
approval for, among other things, (i) the granting of the General Mandate and the
Repurchase Mandate to the Directors; and (ii) the proposed re-election of Directors.
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The purpose of this circular is to provide you with information relating to the
resolutions to be proposed at the AGM for the granting of the General Mandate and the
Repurchase Mandate, the proposed re-election of Directors and the notice of the AGM.

GENERAL MANDATE AND REPURCHASE MANDATE

At the AGM, the Directors propose to seek the approval of the Shareholders to grant
to the Directors the General Mandate and the Repurchase Mandate.

LETTER FROM THE BOARD
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This Appendix serves as an explanatory statement, as required by the Listing Rules,
to provide requisite information to you for your consideration of the Repurchase
Mandate.

1. REPURCHASE OF SECURITIES FROM CONNECTED PARTIES

The Listing Rules prohibit the Company from knowingly purchasing its securities
on the Stock Exchange from a “connected person”, that is, a director, chief executive or
substantial shareholder of the Company or any of its subsidiaries or their respective
associates (as defined in the Listing Rules) and a connected person is prohibited from
knowingly selling to the Company his/her/its securities of the Company.

No connected person of the Company has notified the Company that he/she/it has
a present intention to sell any Shares to the Company nor has any such connected person
undertaken not to sell any of the Shares held by him/her/it to the Company in the event
that the Repurchase Mandate is passed.

2. SHARE CAPITAL

As at the Latest Practicable Date, the issued share capital of the Company comprised
5,472,000,000 fully paid Shares.

Subject to the passing of the proposed resolution for the approval of the Repurchase
Mandate and on the basis that no further Shares are issued or repurchased by the
Company prior to the AGM, the Company will be allowed under the Repurchase Mandate
to repurchase a maximum of 547,200,000 fully paid Shares, representing approximately
10% of the issued share capital of the Company as at the date of passing of the resolution.

5 shall be added to the aggregate number of shares of the Company that may
be allotted or agreed conditionally or unconditionally to be allotted by the
directors of the Company pursuant to and in accordance with ordinary
resolution no. 4 as set out in the notice of the annual general meeting of the
Company.”
