The board of directors of the Company (the ‘‘Board’’) wishes to inform the shareholders of
the Company (the ‘‘Shareholders’’) and potential investors that, based on the preliminary
review on the management accounts of the Group for the six months ended 30 September
2021 (the ‘‘Period Under Review’’) and the information currently available to the Board,
the Group is expected to record a significant decrease of not less than 70% in the profit
attributable to owners of the Company for the Period Under Review as compared to the
profit attributable to owners of the Company for the six months ended 30 September 2020
(the ‘‘Previous Period’’) which was approximately HK$10.9 million. Such substantial
decrease was mainly attributable to (i) the decrease in gross profit margin of the Group’s
digital media and other media services segments; (ii) the subsidy granted to the Group
during the Previous Period under the HKSAR Government’s Employment Support Scheme,
whereas the Group did not obtain any such subsidy during the Period Under Review; (iii) the
decrease in share of profit of associates; and (iv) the increase in administrative and other
operating expenses mainly due to the increase in staff costs.

The Company is still in the process of finalising the interim results of the Group for the
Period Under Review. The information contained in this announcement is based on a
preliminary assessment made by the Board with reference to the latest information currently
available and the unaudited consolidated management accounts of the Group for the Period
Under Review, which have not been audited or reviewed by the Group’s auditors and the
audit committee of the Company and may be subject to adjustment. Shareholders and
potential investors are advised to read carefully the announcement of the interim results of
the Company for the Period Under Review, which is expected to be published before the end
of November 2021.

the shares of the Company.
