INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this document is to provide you with information regarding the resolutions to

be proposed at the AGM involving (1) the re-election of retiring Directors; (2) the grant to the

Directors general mandates to allot, issue and deal with additional Shares and to repurchase Shares,

and the extension of the general mandate to allot, issue and deal with new Shares by the addition

thereto of any Shares repurchased by the Company; and (3) the proposed amendments to the Bye-

laws and the adoption of the New Bye-laws.

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(1) RE-ELECTION OF RETIRING DIRECTORS

In accordance with Bye-law 87(1) of the Bye-laws, Ms. Chu Kut Yung, Mr. Au Wai Kin and
Mr. Tan Leng Cheng, Aaron will retire by rotation at the AGM and, being eligible, have offered
themselves for re-election.

Mr. Tan Leng Cheng, Aaron has served as an independent non-executive Director for more
than nine years and his re-election should, pursuant to the code provision set out in paragraph B.2.3
of Appendix 14 of the Listing Rules, be subject to a separate resolution to be approved by the
Shareholders.

Recommendations of the Nomination Committee

In accordance with the terms of reference of the nomination committee of the Company
(the “Nomination Committee’’), the Nomination Committee has:

(a) reviewed the structure and composition of the Board, the confirmations and
disclosures given by the Directors, the qualifications, skills and experience, time
commitment and contribution of each of the retiring Directors, namely Ms. Chu Kut
Yung, Mr. Au Wai Kin and Mr. Tan Leng Cheng, Aaron with reference to the
nomination principles and criteria set out in the Company’s board diversity policy
and director nomination policy and the Company’s corporate strategy; and

(b) assessed the independence of the independent non-executive Director to be re-
elected, being Mr. Tan Leng Cheng, Aaron.

The Nomination Committee noted that Mr. Tan Leng Cheng, Aaron has served as an
independent non-executive Director for more than nine years and his further appointment must
satisfy the requirements set out in the code provision in paragraph B.2.3 of Appendix 14 of
the Listing Rules.

Mr. Tan Leng Cheng, Aaron has served as an independent non-executive Director for
more than nine years. Throughout his directorship with the Company, Mr. Tan has participated
in Board meetings to offer impartial advice and exercise independent judgement, served on
governance committees of the Board to scrutinise the Company’s performance in meeting
corporate governance goals, and attended general meetings of the Company to gain a balanced
understanding of the Shareholders’ views. The Board believes that the continuous appointment
of Mr. Tan as an independent non-executive Director will help to maintain the stability of the
Board as Mr. Tan has, over time, brought his professionalism to the Board and gained
valuable insight into the business strategy and policies of the Group. Taking into consideration
the independent nature of his role and duties in the past years, the Board considers the long
services of Mr. Tan would not affect his exercise of independent judgements and therefore
considers Mr. Tan to be independent and believes he should be re-elected.
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The Nomination Committee is of the opinion that:

(a) the performance of each of Ms. Chu Kut Yung, Mr. Au Wai Kin and Mr. Tan Leng
Cheng, Aaron were satisfactory; and

(b) Dbased on the information available to the Nomination Committee and having taken
into account the independence confirmation given by Mr. Tan, the Nomination
Committee was satisfied that Mr. Tan (i) met the criteria set out in rule 3.13 of the
Listing Rules; (ii) was a person of integrity and independent in character and
judgment, and the Nomination Committee considered Mr. Tan as independent to the
Company; (iii) despite his length of service, Mr. Tan continues to bring independent
judgment and fresh perspectives to the Board as demonstrated by his commitment
and contribution during his years of service, which has helped the Company to
achieve its corporate goals and objectives; and (iv) Mr. Tan’s extensive expertise in
corporate and investment banking would help promote the Board effectiveness and
enhance the Board’s balance of skills, experience and diversity of ideas on issues
relating to the Group’s strategies, policies and performance.

Accordingly, the Nomination Committee has recommended to the Board on re-election of
Ms. Chu Kut Yung and Mr. Au Wai Kin as executive Directors; and Mr. Tan Leng Cheng,

Aaron as an independent non-executive Director.

The qualifications, previous experience and major appointments of all the Directors who
stand for re-election at the AGM are set out in the “Directors’ Profile” section contained in
the 2021 Annual Report which has been sent to the Shareholders. Other biographical details of
each of the said Directors, as required to be disclosed pursuant to rule 13.51(2) of the Listing
Rules, are set out below for the Shareholders’ consideration.

(a) Ms. Chu Kut Yung (aged 33)

Ms. Chu was appointed to the Board as an executive Director in 2011 and is currently
the Chairman of the Board. She is also a director of various subsidiaries of the Company and
the chairman of the Nomination Committee and a member of the option shares committee of
the Company. Ms. Chu did not hold any directorship in other listed companies in the last three
years.

Ms. Chu is the daughter of Mr. Chu Mang Yee, the controlling Shareholder of the
Company, a former executive Director and the former Chairman of the Board and a sister of
Mr. Chu Yat Hong, a substantial Shareholder of the Company. Save as disclosed above, Ms.
Chu does not have any relationship with any other Directors, senior management or substantial
or controlling Shareholders.
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Ms. Chu has a service contract with the Company which was renewed for a further term
of three years commencing from 7 November 2020. Ms. Chu is subject to retirement by
rotation and re-election in accordance with the Bye-laws. Pursuant to Ms. Chu’s service
contract, she will be entitled to an annual remuneration of HK$2,500,000 (including housing
and business subsidies).

As at the Latest Practicable Date, Ms. Chu was deemed to be interested in an aggregate
of 5,515,400 Shares. Out of these Shares, 1,100,000 Shares were beneficially held by Ms. Chu
and 4,415,400 Shares were held through Ju Rong, of which Ms. Chu is the sole director and
the sole member.

(b) Mr. Au Wai Kin (aged 66)

Mr. Au joined the Group in 1995 and is currently an executive Director and director of
various subsidiaries and a member of each of the option shares committee and the finance
committee of the Company. Mr. Au did not hold any directorship in other listed companies in
the last three years, and does not have any relationship with any other Directors, senior
management or substantial Shareholders or controlling Shareholders.

Mr. Au has a service contract with the Company which was renewed for a further term of
three years commencing from 13 June 2020. Mr. Au is subject to retirement by rotation and
re-election in accordance with the Bye-laws. Pursuant to Mr. Au’s service contract, he is
entitled to, amongst other things, an annual remuneration of HK$240,000 (including housing
and business subsidies) and an annual discretionary bonus as determined by the Board, subject
to the limit that the aggregate discretionary bonus payable to the executive Directors in respect
of any financial year shall not exceed 3 per cent. of the audited consolidated profit of the
Group after taxation but before extraordinary items and the executive Directors’ discretionary
bonus for the relevant financial year.

As at the Latest Practicable Date, Mr. Au held 37,950,000 Shares through Yield Plentiful
Incorporated, a company wholly-owned and controlled by him.

(¢) Mr. Tan Leng Cheng, Aaron (aged 66)

Mr. Tan was appointed to the Board as an independent non-executive Director in 2010.
He is also the chairman of each of the audit committee, remuneration committee and
connected transactions/related party transactions committee of the Company and a member of
the Nomination Committee. Mr. Tan did not hold any directorship in any other listed
companies in the last three years.

Save as disclosed, Mr. Tan does not have any relationship with any other Directors,
senior management or substantial Shareholders or controlling Shareholders or hold any other
position with the Company or any member of the Group.
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Mr. Tan’s directorship with the Company is subject to retirement by rotation in
accordance with the Bye-laws. Mr. Tan received a Director’s fee of HK$350,000 for serving
as an independent non-executive Director in 2021.

As at the Latest Practicable Date, Mr. Tan did not have any interest (within the meaning
of Part XV of the SFO) in the securities of the Company.

(d) General

(i) The emoluments of all Directors are determined with reference to the Directors’
duties and responsibilities, the Company’s performance, as well as remuneration
benchmark in the industry and prevailing market conditions.

(i) Save for the information set out in this section and in the 2021 Annual Report,
there is no other matter that needs to be brought to the attention of the Shareholders
or other information that should be disclosed under rule 13.51(2) of the Listing
Rules.

(2) GENERAL MANDATES TO ISSUE AND REPURCHASE SHARES

As the general mandates granted to the Directors to allot, issue, and deal with and repurchase
Shares respectively pursuant to resolutions passed by the Shareholders at the Company’s annual
general meeting held on 11 June 2021 will lapse at the conclusion of the AGM, resolutions will be
proposed at the AGM to renew the grant of these general mandates. The relevant resolutions, in
summary, are:

° an ordinary resolution to grant to the Directors a general and unconditional mandate to
allot, issue, and deal with additional securities of the Company (including, inter alia,
offers, agreements, options, warrants or similar rights in respect thereof) not exceeding
20% of the number of the Company’s issued shares as at the date of passing the relevant
resolution for the period from the close of the AGM until the conclusion of the next
annual general meeting of the Company (or such earlier period as stated in the
resolution) (the “Issue Mandate). On the basis of 2,374,493,226 Shares in issue as at
the Latest Practicable Date and assuming no further Shares will be issued or repurchased
by the Company before the AGM, exercise in full of the Issue Mandate could result in
up to 474,898,645 Shares being issued by the Company;

° an ordinary resolution to grant to the Directors a general and unconditional mandate to
exercise all the powers of the Company to repurchase such number of Shares not
exceeding 10% of the number of the Company’s issued shares as at the date of passing
the relevant resolution for the period from the close of the AGM until the conclusion of
the next annual general meeting of the Company (or such earlier period as stated in the
resolution) (the “Share Repurchase Mandate™); and
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° conditional on the passing of the resolutions to grant the Issue Mandate and the Share
Repurchase Mandate, an ordinary resolution to authorise the Directors to exercise the
powers of the Company to allot, issue, and deal with additional securities under the Issue
Mandate by adding those Shares repurchased by the Company pursuant to the Share
Repurchase Mandate.

The explanatory statement providing the requisite information regarding the Share Repurchase
Mandate as required to be sent to Shareholders under the Listing Rules is set out in Appendix I to
this document.

(3) PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE BYE-LAWS AND ADOPTION OF THE NEW
BYE-LAWS

Reference is made to the announcement of the Company dated 31 March 2022. The Board
proposes to make certain amendments (the “Proposed Amendments”) to the Bye-laws and adopt the
New Bye-laws in substitution for, and to the exclusion of, the Bye-laws.

The primary objectives of the Proposed Amendments are:

1. to provide more flexibility in relation to the conduct of general meetings of the Company
by allowing general meetings to be held at different physical locations simultaneously, or
to be held as hybrid meetings or electronic meetings which may be attended by the
Shareholders by means of electronic facilities, particularly in view of the outbreak of the
coronavirus COVID-19 pandemic and the resulting social distancing measures and travel
restrictions;

2. to reflect the latest amendments to the Listing Rules, particularly Appendix 3 to the
Listing Rules concerning the core shareholder protection standards which came into
effect on 1 January 2022 and to bring the Bye-laws up-to-date with the applicable laws
of Bermuda; and

3. to incorporate other consequential and housekeeping amendments which are in line with
the above amendments.

Below is a summary of the key areas of the Proposed Amendments that will be incorporated in
the New Bye-laws:

1. to allow all general meetings of the Company (including an annual general meeting, any
adjourned or postponed meeting) to be held as physical meetings in any part of the world
and at one or more locations, or as hybrid meetings or electronic meetings where the
Shareholders may participate virtually by means of electronic facilities;

2. to expressly provide that any Shareholder or Director attending and participating at a
meeting convened and held in any manner permitted by the New Bye-laws by means of
electronic facilities shall be deemed to be present at that meeting;

to include the definitions of, among other things, ‘“electronic communication”,
“electronic meeting”, “hybrid meeting”, “Meeting Location”, “physical meeting” and
“Principal Meeting Place”, and make corresponding changes to the relevant provisions;

to specify the additional details that need to be included in a notice of general meeting in
light of allowing general meetings to be held at one or more meeting locations, or as
hybrid meetings or electronic meetings;

to expressly allow the chairman of a general meeting to make arrangements for managing
the attendance and participation in the meeting, including adjourning the meeting from
time to time (or indefinitely) and/or from place to place(s) and/or from one form to
another (a physical meeting, a hybrid meeting or an electronic meeting), and imposing
appropriate requirements or restrictions to ensure the security and the proper and orderly
conduct of the meeting;

to provide that, where the Directors, in their absolute discretion, consider that it is
inappropriate, impracticable, unreasonable or undesirable for any reason to hold a general
meeting on the date or at the time or place or by means of electronic facilities specified
in the notice calling for such meeting, they may change or postpone the meeting to
another date, time and/or place, change the electronic facilities and/or change the form of
the meeting (a physical meeting, a hybrid meeting or an electronic meeting) without
approval from the Shareholders;

to allow the delivery of a notice or document by and to the Company through electronic
communications;

to provide that the Company must hold an annual general meeting in each financial year
and such annual general meeting must be held within six months after the end of the
Company’s financial year;

to provide that a resolution put to the vote at general meetings of the Company shall be
decided by poll except in a physical meeting where the chairman may in good faith allow
a resolution which relates purely to a procedural or administrative matter to be voted on
by a show of hands, and that votes may be cast by such means, electronic or otherwise,
as the Directors or the chairman of the meeting may determine;

to provide that all Shareholders have the right to speak and vote at a general meeting of
the Company, except where a Shareholder is required by the Listing Rules to abstain
from voting to approve the matter under consideration;

to specify that a Shareholder who is a clearing house may appoint representative(s) to
attend any general meeting of the Company or any meeting of any class of Shareholders,
and such representative(s) so appointed shall be deemed to be duly authorised without
further evidence of the facts and be entitled to exercise the same rights and powers on
behalf of the clearing house;

the purposes of considering any matter or business in which a substantial shareholder of
the Company or a Director has a conflict of interest and the Board has determined that

such conflict of interest to be material;

to provide that the Board may resolve to capitalise all or any part of any amount for the
time being standing to the credit of any reserve or fund (including the profit and loss
account) whether or not the same is available for distribution by applying such sum in
paying up unissued shares to be allotted to (i) employees (including the Directors) of the
Company and/or its affiliates upon exercise or vesting of any options or awards granted
under any share incentive scheme or employee benefit scheme or other arrangement
which relates to such persons that has been adopted or approved by the Shareholders at a
general meeting, or (ii) any trustee of any trust to whom shares are to be allotted and
issued by the Company in connection with the operation of any share incentive scheme
or employee benefit scheme or other arrangement which relates to such persons that has
been adopted or approved by the Shareholders at a general meeting; and

to make other amendments to update or clarify provisions of the Bye-laws to better align
with the language in the applicable laws of Bermuda and the Listing Rules.

APPENDIX I EXPLANATORY STATEMENT ON
THE SHARE REPURCHASE MANDATE

This explanatory statement includes information required under rule 10.06(1)(b) of the Listing
Rules to be given to Shareholders in connection with the proposed resolutions authorising the
Share Repurchase Mandate.

1. EXERCISE OF THE SHARE REPURCHASE MANDATE

On the basis of 2,374,493,226 Shares in issue as at the Latest Practicable Date and assuming
no further Shares will be issued or repurchased by the Company before the AGM, exercise in full
of the Share Repurchase Mandate could result in up to 237,449,322 Shares being repurchased by
the Company during the period from the passing of the resolution relating to the Share Repurchase
Mandate up to the earliest of (i) the conclusion of the next annual general meeting of the Company;
(i1) the expiration of the period within which the next annual general meeting of the Company is
required by the Bye-laws or any applicable laws to be held; and (iii) the revocation, variation or
renewal of the Share Repurchase Mandate by ordinary resolution of the Shareholders in general
meeting.

2. REASONS FOR REPURCHASES

The Directors believe that it is in the best interests of the Company and its Shareholders to
seek a general authority from Shareholders to enable the Company to repurchase Shares. Such
repurchases may, depending on market conditions and funding arrangements at the time, lead to an
enhancement of the net asset value per Share and/or its earnings per Share.

The Directors are seeking the grant of general mandate to repurchase Shares to give the
Company the flexibility to do so if and when appropriate. Repurchases of Shares will only be made
when the Directors believe that such repurchases will benefit the Company and its Shareholders as
a whole.

3. FUNDING OF REPURCHASES

In repurchasing the Shares, the Company may only apply funds legally available for such
purpose in accordance with the Memorandum of Association of the Company and the Bye-laws and
the applicable laws of Bermuda. The Company is empowered under its Memorandum of
Association to repurchase Shares and the same authority is given under section 42A of the
Companies Act 1981 of Bermuda. The Bye-laws supplement the Company’s Memorandum of
Association by providing that this power is exercisable by the Directors upon such terms and
subject to such conditions as they think fit. The Companies Act 1981 of Bermuda provides that the
funds permitted to be utilized in connection with a share repurchase may only be paid out of either
the capital paid up on the relevant repurchased shares, or the funds of the Company that would
otherwise be available for dividend or distribution, or the proceeds of a fresh issue of shares made
for such purpose. The amount of premium payable on a share repurchase may only be paid out of
either the funds of the Company that would otherwise be available for dividend or distribution, or
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out of the share premium account of the Company. Such purchase may not be made if, on the date
on which the purchase is to be effected, there are reasonable grounds for believing that the
Company is, or after the purchase would be, unable to pay its liabilities as they become due.

There might be an adverse impact on the working capital and/or gearing position of the
Company (as compared with the position disclosed in the latest published audited accounts as
contained in the 2021 Annual Report) in the event that the Share Repurchase Mandate were to be
carried out in full at any time during the proposed repurchase period. However, the Directors would
consider the Company’s financial position at the relevant time in exercising the Share Repurchase
Mandate and would not propose to exercise any repurchases to such extent as would, in the
circumstances, have a material adverse effect on the working capital requirements of the Company
or the gearing levels.

4. DIRECTORS, THEIR CLOSE ASSOCIATES AND CORE CONNECTED PERSONS

No Directors or (to the best of the knowledge of the Directors having made all reasonable
enquiries) any their respective close associates have a present intention, in the event that the Share
Repurchase Mandate is approved and exercised, to sell Shares to the Company. No core connected
persons have notified the Company that they have a present intention to sell Shares to the
Company, or have undertaken not to do so, in the event that the Share Repurchase Mandate is
approved and exercised.

5.  UNDERTAKING OF THE DIRECTORS

The Directors have undertaken to the Stock Exchange to exercise the Share Repurchase
Mandate in accordance with the Listing Rules and all applicable laws of Bermuda, the regulations
set out in the Memorandum of Association of the Company and the Bye-laws.

6. TAKEOVERS CODE CONSEQUENCES

If as the result of a repurchase of Shares a Shareholder’s proportionate interest in the voting
rights of the Company increases, such increase will be treated as an acquisition for the purposes of
the Takeovers Code. As a result, a Shareholder, or group of Shareholders acting in concert (within
the meaning under the Takeovers Code), depending on the level of increase of the Shareholder’s
interest, could obtain or consolidate control of the Company and become obliged to make a
mandatory offer in accordance with Rule 26 of the Takeovers Code. A waiver of this provision
would not normally be given except in extraordinary circumstances. As at the Latest Practicable
Date, Mr. Chu Mang Yee (through his wholly-owned company, Sounda Properties Limited), his
son, Mr. Chu Yat Hong (through his wholly-owned company, Farrich Investments Limited) and his
daughter, Ms. Chu Kut Yung (in her own capacity and through her wholly-owned company, Ju
Rong) held an aggregate of approximately 72.30% of the issued share capital of the Company; and
Mr. Au Wai Kin (through his wholly-owned company, Yield Plentiful Incorporated) held
approximately 1.60% of the issued share capital of the Company. In the event that the Directors
exercise in full the Share Repurchase Mandate (if so approved), the aggregate interests of Mr. Chu
Mang Yee, Mr. Chu Yat Hong and Ms. Chu Kut Yung will be increased to approximately 80.33%
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and the interests of Mr. Au Wai Kin will be increased to approximately 1.78% of the then issued
share capital of the Company. The Directors are not aware of any Shareholder, or group of
Shareholders acting in concert, who will become obliged to make a mandatory offer as a result of
repurchases of Shares.

Furthermore, the Directors have no intention to exercise the Share Repurchase Mandate to
such extent as would cause the public float to fall below 25% or such other minimum percentage as
prescribed by the Listing Rules from time to time.

7. SHARE REPURCHASES MADE BY THE COMPANY

The Company has repurchased a total of 7,500,600 Shares on the Stock Exchange during the
six months immediately preceding the Latest Practicable Date, details of which are as follows:

(1) In the case of a share held jointly by several persons, the Company shall not be bound to
issue more than one certificate therefor and delivery of a certificate to one of several
joint holders shall be sufficient delivery to all such holders.

(2) Where a share stands in the names of two (2) or more persons, the person first named in
the Register shall as regards service of notices and, subject to the provisions of these
Bye-laws, all or any other matters connected with the Company, except the transfer of
the shares, be deemed the sole holder thereof.

Every person whose name is entered, upon an allotment of shares, as a Member in the
Register shall be entitled, without payment, to receive one certificate for all such shares of any
one class or several certificates each for one or more of such shares of such class upon
payment for every certificate after the first of such reasonable out-of-pocket expenses as the
Board from time to time determines.

Share certificates shall be issued within the relevant time limit as prescribed in the Act or as
the Designated Stock Exchange may from time to time determine, whichever is the shorter,
after allotment or, except in the case of a transfer which the Company is for the time being
entitled to refuse to register and does not register, after lodgment of a transfer with the
Company.

(1) Upon every transfer of shares the certificate held by the transferor shall be given up to
be cancelled, and shall forthwith be cancelled accordingly, and a new certificate shall be
issued to the transferee in respect of the shares transferred to him at such fee as is
provided in paragraph (2) of this Bye-law. If any of the shares included in the certificate
so given up shall be retained by the transferor a new certificate for the balance shall be
issued to him at the aforesaid fee payable by the transferor to the Company in respect
thereof.

(2) The fee referred to in paragraph (1) above shall be an amount not exceeding the relevant
maximum amount as the Designated Stock Exchange may from time to time determine
provided that the Board may at any time determine a lower amount for such fee.

If a share certificate shall be damaged or defaced or alleged to have been lost, stolen or
destroyed a new certificate representing the same shares may be issued to the relevant Member
upon request and on payment of such fee as the Designated Stock Exchange may determine to
be the maximum fee payable or such lesser sum as the Board may determine and, subject to
compliance with such terms (if any) as to evidence and indemnity and to payment of the costs
and reasonable out-of-pocket expenses of the Company in investigating such evidence and
preparing such indemnity as the Board may think fit and, in case of damage or defacement, on
delivery of the old certificate to the Company provided always that where share warrants have
been issued, no new share warrant shall be issued to replace one that has been lost unless the
Directors are satisfied beyond reasonable doubt that the original has been destroyed.

LIEN

The Company shall have a first and paramount lien on every share (not being a fully paid
share) for all moneys (whether presently payable or not) called or payable at a fixed time in
respect of that share. The Company shall also have a first and paramount lien on every share
(not being a fully paid share) registered in the name of a Member (whether or not jointly with
other Members) for all amounts of money presently payable by such Member or his estate to
the Company whether the same shall have been incurred before or after notice to the Company

The Board
may at any time, generally or in any particular case, waive any lien that has arisen or declare
any share exempt in whole or in part, from the provisions of this Bye-law.

Subject to these Bye-laws, the Company may sell in such manner as the Board determines any
share on which the Company has a lien, but no sale shall be made unless some sum in respect
of which the lien exists is presently payable, or the liability or engagement in respect of which
such lien exists is liable to be presently fulfilled or discharged nor until the expiration of
fourteen (14) clear days after a notice in writing, stating and demanding payment of the sum
presently payable, or specifying the liability or engagement and demanding fulfilment or
discharge thereof and giving notice of the intention to sell in default, has been served on the
registered holder for the time being of the share or the person entitled thereto by reason of his
death or bankruptcy.

The net proceeds of the sale shall be received by the Company and applied in or towards
payment or discharge of the debt or liability in respect of which the lien exists, so far as the
same is presently payable, and any residue shall (subject to a like lien for debts or liabilities
not presently payable as existed upon the share prior to the sale) be paid to the person entitled
to the share at the time of the sale. To give effect to any such sale the Board may authorise
some person to transfer the shares sold to the purchaser thereof. The purchaser shall be
registered as the holder of the shares so transferred and he shall not be bound to see to the
application of the purchase money, nor shall his title to the shares be affected by any
irregularity or invalidity in the proceedings relating to the sale.

CALLS ON SHARES

Subject to these Bye-laws and to the terms of allotment, the Board may from time to time
make calls upon the Members in respect of any moneys unpaid on their shares (whether on
account of the nominal value of the shares or by way of premium), and each Member shall
(subject to being given at least fourteen (14) clear days’ Notice specifying the time and place
of payment) pay to the Company as required by such notice the amount called on his shares.
A call may be extended, postponed or revoked in whole or in part as the Board determines but
no member shall be entitled to any such extension, postponement or revocation except as a
matter of grace and favour.

A call shall be deemed to have been made at the time when the resolution of the Board
authorising the call was passed and may be made payable either in one lump sum or by
instalments.

A person upon whom a call is made shall remain liable for calls made upon him
notwithstanding the subsequent transfer of the shares in respect of which the call was made.
The joint holders of a share shall be jointly and severally liable to pay all calls and
instalments due in respect thereof or other moneys due in respect thereof.

If a sum called in respect of a share is not paid before or on the day appointed for payment
thereof, the person from whom the sum is due shall pay interest on the amount unpaid from
the day appointed for payment thereof to the time of actual payment at such rate (not
exceeding twenty per cent. (20%) per annum) as the Board may determine, but the Board may
in its absolute discretion waive payment of such interest wholly or in part.

No Member shall be entitled to receive any dividend or bonus or to be present and vote (save
as proxy for another Member) at any general meeting either personally or by proxy, or be
reckoned in a quorum, or exercise any other privilege as a Member until all calls or
instalments due by him to the Company, whether alone or jointly with any other person,
together with interest and expenses (if any) shall have been paid.

On the trial or hearing of any action or other proceedings for the recovery of any money due
for any call, it shall be sufficient to prove that the name of the Member sued is entered in the
Register as the holder, or one of the holders, of the shares in respect of which such debt
accrued, that the resolution making the call is duly recorded in the minute book, and that
notice of such call was duly given to the Member sued, in pursuance of these Bye-laws; and it
shall not be necessary to prove the appointment of the Directors who made such call, nor any
other matters whatsoever, but the proof of the matters aforesaid shall be conclusive evidence
of the debt.

Any amount payable in respect of a share upon allotment or at any fixed date, whether in
respect of nominal value or premium or as an instalment of a call, shall be deemed to be a call
duly made and payable on the date fixed for payment and if it is not paid the provisions of
these Bye-laws shall apply as if that amount had become due and payable by virtue of a call
duly made and notified.

On the issue of shares the Board may differentiate between the allottees or holders as to the
amount of calls to be paid and the times of payment.

The Board may, if it thinks fit, receive from any Member willing to advance the same, and
either in money or money’s worth, all or any part of the moneys uncalled and unpaid or
instalments payable upon any shares held by him and upon all or any of the moneys so
advanced (until the same would, but for such advance, become presently payable) pay interest
at such rate (if any) as the Board may decide. The Board may at any time repay the amount so
advanced upon giving to such Member not less than one month’s Notice of its intention in that
behalf, unless before the expiration of such notice the amount so advanced shall have been
called up on the shares in respect of which it was advanced. Such payment in advance shall
not entitle the holder of such share or shares to participate in respect thereof in a dividend
subsequently declared.

FORFEITURE OF SHARES

(1) If a call remains unpaid after it has become due and payable the Board may give to the
person from whom it is due not less than fourteen (14) clear days’ Notice:

(a) requiring payment of the amount unpaid together with any interest which may have
accrued and which may still accrue up to the date of actual payment; and

(b) stating that if the Notice is not complied with the shares on which the call was
made will be liable to be forfeited.

(2) If the requirements of any such Notice are not complied with, any share in respect of
which such Notice has been given may at any time thereafter, before payment of all calls
and interest due in respect thereof has been made, be forfeited by a resolution of the
Board to that effect, and such forfeiture shall include all dividends and bonuses declared

in respect of the forfeited share but not actually paid before the forfeiture.

When any share has been forfeited, notice of the forfeiture shall be served upon the person
who was before forfeiture the holder of the share.

Until cancelled in accordance with the requirements of the Act, a forfeited share shall be the
property of the Company and may be sold, re-allotted or otherwise disposed of to such person,
upon such terms and in such manner as the Board determines, and at any time before a sale,
re-allotment or disposition the forfeiture may be annulled by the Board on such terms as the
Board determines.

A person whose shares have been forfeited shall cease to be a Member in respect of the
forfeited shares but nevertheless shall remain liable to pay the Company all moneys which at
the date of forfeiture were presently payable by him to the Company in respect of the shares,
with (if the Directors shall in their discretion so require) interest thereon from the date of
forfeiture until payment at such rate (not exceeding twenty per cent. (20%) per annum) as the
Board determines. The Board may enforce payment thereof if it thinks fit, and without any
deduction or allowance for the value of the forfeited shares, at the date of forfeiture, but his
liability shall cease if and when the Company shall have received payment in full of all such
moneys in respect of the shares. For the purposes of this Bye-law any sum which, by the
terms of issue of a share, is payable thereon at a fixed time which is subsequent to the date of

A declaration by a Director or the Secretary that a share has been forfeited on a specified date
shall be conclusive evidence of the facts therein stated as against all persons claiming to be
entitled to the share, and such declaration shall (subject to the execution of an instrument of
transfer by the Company if necessary) constitute a good title to the share, and the person to
whom the share is disposed of shall be registered as the holder of the share and shall not be
bound to see to the application of the consideration (if any), nor shall his title to the share be
affected by any irregularity in or invalidity of the proceedings in reference to the forfeiture,
sale or disposal of the share.

The accidental omission to give Notice of a meeting or (in cases where instruments of proxy
are sent out with the Notice) to send such instrument of proxy to, or the non-receipt of such
Notice or such instrument of proxy by, any person entitled to receive such Notice shall not
invalidate any resolution passed or the proceedings at that meeting.

PROCEEDINGS AT GENERAL MEETINGS

(I) All business shall be deemed special that is transacted at a special general meeting, and
also all business that is transacted at an annual general meeting, with the exception of
sanctioning dividends, the reading, considering and adopting of the accounts and balance
sheet and the reports of the Directors and Auditors and other documents required to be
annexed to the balance sheet, the election of Directors and appointment of Auditors and
other officers in the place of those retiring, the fixing of the remuneration of the
Auditors, and the voting of remuneration or extra remuneration to the Directors.

(2) No business other than the appointment of a chairman of a meeting shall be transacted at
any general meeting unless a quorum is present at the commencement of the business.
Two (2) Members entitled to vote and present in person {er—in—the—ease—of—aMember
being—a—eorperation—by—tts—duly—or by proxy or, for quorum purposes only, two (2)
persons_appointed by the clearing house as authorised representativerepresentatives) or
by—prexyproxies, shall form a quorum for all purposes.

If within thirty (30) minutes (or such longer time not exceeding one hour as the chairman of
the meeting may determine to wait) after the time appointed for the meeting a quorum is not
present, the meeting, if convened on the requisition of Members, shall be dissolved.

Subject to the Act, a resolution in writing signed (in such manner as to indicate,
expressly or impliedly, unconditional approval) by or on behalf of all persons for the
time being entitled to receive notice of and to attend and vote at general meetings of the
Company shall, for the purposes of these Bye-laws, be treated as a resolution duly passed
at a general meeting of the Company and, where relevant, as a special resolution or an

extraordinary resolution so passed. Any such resolution shall be deemed to have been
passed at a meeting held on the date on which it was signed by the last Member to sign,
and where the resolution states a date as being the date of his signature thereof by any
Member the statement shall be prima facie evidence that it was signed by him on that
date. Such a resolution may consist of several documents in the like form, each signed

by one or more relevant Members.

Notwithstanding any provisions contained in these Bye-laws, a resolution in writing shall
not be passed for the purpose of removing a Director before the expiration of his term of
office under Bye-law 86(4) or for the purposes set out in Bye-law 154(3) relating to the
removal and appointment of the Auditor.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Unless otherwise determined by the Company in general meeting, the number of
Directors shall not be less than two (2). There shall be no maximum number of Directors
unless otherwise determined from time to time by the Members in general meeting. The
Directors shall be elected or appointed in the first place at the statutory meeting of
Members and thereafter at the annual general meeting in accordance with Bye-law 87 or

at any special general meeting called for such purpose and who shall hold office satHd-for

such term as the next—appeintment—ofDPireeters—Members may determine or, in the

absence of such determination, in accordance with Bye-law 87 or until their successors

are elected or appointed, or their office is otherwise vacated.

Any Director who, by request, goes or resides abroad for any purpose of the Company or who

(c) continue to be or become a director, managing director, joint managing director, deputy
managing director, executive director, manager or other officer or member of any other
company promoted by the Company or in which the Company may be interested as a
vendor, shareholder or otherwise and (unless otherwise agreed) no such Director shall be
accountable for any remuneration, profits or other benefits received by him as a director,
managing director, joint managing director, deputy managing director, executive director,
manager or other officer or member of or from his interests in any such other company.

GENERAL POWERS OF THE DIRECTORS

104. (1) The business of the Company shall be managed and conducted by the Board, which may
pay all expenses incurred in forming and registering the Company and may exercise all
powers of the Company (whether relating to the management of the business of the
Company or otherwise) which are not by the Statutes or by these Bye-laws required to be
exercised by the Company in general meeting, subject nevertheless to the provisions of
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the Statutes and of these Bye-laws and to such regulations being not inconsistent with
such provisions, as may be prescribed by the Company in general meeting, but no
regulations made by the Company in general meeting shall invalidate any prior act of the
Board which would have been valid if such regulations had not been made. The general
powers given by this Bye-law shall not be limited or restricted by any special authority
or power given to the Board by any other Bye-law.

(2) Any person contracting or dealing with the Company in the ordinary course of business
shall be entitled to rely on any written or oral contract or agreement or deed, document
or instrument entered into or executed as the case may be by any two (2) of the Directors
acting jointly on behalf of the Company and the same shall be deemed to be validly
entered into or executed by the Company as the case may be and shall, subject to any
rule of law, be binding on the Company.

(3) Without prejudice to the general powers conferred by these Bye-laws it is hereby
expressly declared that the Board shall have the following powers:

(a) Feto give to any person the right or option of requiring at a future date that an
allotment shall be made to him of any share at par or at such premium as may be
agreed-;

(b) Feto give to any Directors, officers or servants of the Company an interest in any
particular business or transaction or participation in the profits thereof or in the
general profits of the Company either in addition to or in substitution for a salary or
other remuneration=; and

(c) Feto resolve that the Company be discontinued in Bermuda and continued in a
named country or jurisdiction outside Bermuda subject to the provisions of the Act.

105. The Board may establish any regional or local boards or agencies for managing any of the
affairs of the Company in any place, and may appoint any persons to be members of such
local boards, or any managers or agents, and may fix their remuneration (either by way of
salary or by commission or by conferring the right to participation in the profits of the
Company or by a combination of two (2) or more of these modes) and pay the working
expenses of any staff employed by them upon the business of the Company. The Board may
delegate to any regional or local board, manager or agent any of the powers, authorities and
discretions vested in or exercisable by the Board (other than its powers to make calls and
forfeit shares), with power to sub-delegate, and may authorise the members of any of them to
fill any vacancies therein and to act notwithstanding vacancies. Any such appointment or
delegation may be made upon such terms and subject to such conditions as the Board may
think fit, and the Board may remove any person appointed as aforesaid, and may revoke or
vary such delegation, but no person dealing in good faith and without notice of any such
revocation or variation shall be affected thereby.

The Board may by power of attorney appoint under the Seal any company, firm or person or
any fluctuating body of persons, whether nominated directly or indirectly by the Board, to be
the attorney or attorneys of the Company for such purposes and with such powers, authorities
and discretions (not exceeding those vested in or exercisable by the Board under these Bye-
laws) and for such period and subject to such conditions as it may think fit, and any such
power of attorney may contain such provisions for the protection and convenience of persons
dealing with any such attorney as the Board may think fit, and may also authorise any such
attorney to sub-delegate all or any of the powers, authorities and discretions vested in him.
Such attorney or attorneys may, if so authorised under the Seal of the Company, execute any
deed or instrument under their personal seal with the same effect as the affixation of the

Companys Seal.

The Board may entrust to and confer upon a managing director, joint managing director,
deputy managing director, an executive director or any Director any of the powers exercisable
by it upon such terms and conditions and with such restrictions as it thinks fit, and either
collaterally with, or to the exclusion of, its own powers, and may from time to time revoke or
vary all or any of such powers but no person dealing in good faith and without notice of such
revocation or variation shall be affected thereby.

All cheques, promissory notes, drafts, bills of exchange and other instruments, whether
negotiable or transferable or not, and all receipts for moneys paid to the Company shall be
signed, drawn, accepted, endorsed or otherwise executed, as the case may be, in such manner
as the Board shall from time to time by resolution determine. The Company’s banking
accounts shall be kept with such banker or bankers as the Board shall from time to time
determine.

(1) The Board may establish or concur or join with other companies (being subsidiary
companies of the Company or companies with which it is associated in business) in
establishing and making contributions out of the Company’s moneys to any schemes or
funds for providing pensions, sickness or compassionate allowances, life assurance or
other benefits for employees (which expression as used in this and the following
paragraph shall include any Director or ex-Director who may hold or have held any
executive office or any office of profit under the Company or any of its subsidiary
companies) and ex-employees of the Company and their dependants or any class or
classes of such person.

(2) The Board may pay, enter into agreements to pay or make grants of revocable or
irrevocable, and either subject or not subject to any terms or conditions, pensions or
other benefits to employees and ex-employees and their dependants, or to any of such
persons, including pensions or benefits additional to those, if any, to which such
employees or ex-employees or their dependants are or may become entitled under any
such scheme or fund as mentioned in the last preceding paragraph. Any such pension or
benefit may, as the Board considers desirable, be granted to an employee either before
and in anticipation of or upon or at any time after his actual retirement.

BORROWING POWERS

The Board may exercise all the powers of the Company to raise or borrow money and to
mortgage or charge all or any part of the undertaking, property and assets (present and future)
and uncalled capital of the Company and, subject to the Act, to issue debentures, bonds and
other securities, whether outright or as collateral security for any debt, liability or obligation
of the Company or of any third party.

Debentures, bonds and other securities may be made assignable free from any equities
between the Company and the person to whom the same may be issued.

Any debentures, bonds or other securities may be issued at a discount (other than shares),
premium or otherwise and with any special privileges as to redemption, surrender, drawings,
allotment of shares, attending and voting at general meetings of the Company, appointment of
Directors and otherwise.

(I) Where any uncalled capital of the Company is charged, all persons taking any
subsequent charge thereon shall take the same subject to such prior charge, and shall not
be entitled, by notice to the Members or otherwise, to obtain priority over such prior
charge.

(2) The Board shall cause a proper register to be kept, in accordance with the provisions of
the Act, of all charges specifically affecting the property of the Company and of any
series of debentures issued by the Company and shall duly comply with the requirements
of the Act in regard to the registration of charges and debentures therein specified and
otherwise.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE DIRECTORS

The Board may meet for the despatch of business, adjourn_or postpone and otherwise regulate
its meetings as it considers appropriate. Questions arising at any meeting shall be determined
by a majority of votes. In the case of any equality of votes the chairman of the meeting shall
have an additional or casting vote.

A meeting of the Board may be convened by the Secretary on request of a Director or by any
Director. The Secretary shall convene a meeting of the Board ef—which—noetice—may—whenever
he shall be required so to do by any Director.

The Board may settle, as it considers appropriate, any difficulty arising in regard to any
distribution under the last preceding Bye-law and in particular may issue certificates in respect
of fractions of shares or authorise any person to sell and transfer any fractions or may resolve
that the distribution should be as nearly as may be practicable in the correct proportion but not
exactly so or may ignore fractions altogether, and may determine that cash payments shall be
made to any Members in order to adjust the rights of all parties, as may seem expedient to the
Board.

AUDIT
