INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this circular is to provide you with information in respect of the resolutions
to be proposed at the EGM relating to, inter alia, (i) the change of company name; and (ii) the
adoption of the Amended and Restated Articles.
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PROPOSED NAME CHANGE
Reference is made to the Company’s announcement dated 22 August 2023.

The Board proposes to change the English name of the Company from *“Life Healthcare
Group Limited” to “King International Investment Limited”, and the dual foreign name in

Chinese of the Company from 7 Fl & B 4L B A FRA A to it T EIEFE A RA A .
Conditions for the Proposed Name Change
The Proposed Name Change is subject to the following conditions:

(i) the passing of a special resolution by the Shareholders at the EGM approving the
Proposed Name Change; and

(i) the Registrar of Companies in the Cayman Islands approving the Proposed Name
Change.

Subject to the satisfaction of the conditions set out above, the Proposed Name Change will
take effect from the date on which the Registrar of Companies in the Cayman Islands enters the
new English and dual foreign name in Chinese of the Company on the register of companies
maintained by the Registrar of Companies in the Cayman Islands in place of the current English
name and the current dual foreign name in Chinese of the Company. The Registrar of Companies
in the Cayman Islands shall issue a certificate of incorporation on change of name thereafter. The
Company will carry out the necessary registration and/or filing procedures with the Registrar of
Companies in the Cayman Islands and the Companies Registry in Hong Kong.

Reasons for the Proposed Name Change

The Board considers that the Proposed Name Change can provide the Company with a more
defined corporate image and identity which will benefit the Company’s future business
development and is in the best interests of the Company and the Shareholders as a whole.

Effects of the Proposed Name Change

The Proposed Name Change will not affect any rights of the Shareholders. Upon the
Proposed Name Change becoming effective, all existing share certificates in issue bearing the
current name of the Company will, after the Proposed Name Change becoming effective,
continue to be evidence of title to the ordinary shares of the Company and will continue to be
valid for trading, settlement, registration and delivery purposes. Therefore, there will not be any
arrangement for free exchange of the issued share certificates of the Company for new share
certificates bearing the new name of the Company. Any issue of new share certificates after the
Proposed Name Change becoming effective will be under the new name of the Company. In
addition, subject to the confirmation by the Stock Exchange, the English and Chinese stock short
names of the Company for trading in the securities on the Stock Exchange will also be changed
after the Proposed Name Change becoming effective. Subject to the Proposed Name Change
becoming effective, the Company may also adopt a new company logo.
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PROPOSED ADOPTION OF THE AMENDED AND RESTATED ARTICLES OF
ASSOCIATION

Reference is made to the announcement of the Company dated 24 August 2023. The Board
will propose at the EGM a special resolution approving the proposed amendments to the Articles
of Association by way of adoption of the Amended and Restated Articles in substitution for, and
to the exclusion of, the Articles of Association, in order to bring the Articles of Association in
alignment with the Listing Rules and to provide flexibility to the Company in relation to the

conduct of general meetings.

The major proposed amendments to the Articles of Association that will be incorporated in
the Amended and Restated Articles are summarised as follows:

(a) to replace the term “associate” with “close associate”;

(b) to provide that the period of closure of register of members may be extended for a
further period or periods not exceeding 30 days in respect of any year if approved by

Shareholders by ordinary resolution;

(c) to provide that an annual general meeting shall be held for each financial year and
within 6 months after the end of the Company’s financial year;

(d) to provide that an annual general meeting must be called by notice of not less than
twenty-one (21) clear days and all other general meetings (including an extraordinary

general meeting) must be called by notice of not less than fourteen (14) clear days;

(e) to allow a general meeting of the Company to be held as a physical meeting in any
part of the world and at one or more locations, as a hybrid meeting or as an electronic

meeting;

(f) to clarify that, for quorum purposes only, two persons appointed by the clearing house
as authorised representative or proxy shall form a quorum for a general meeting of the

Company for all purposes;

(g) to provide that all Shareholders have the right to speak and vote at a general meeting
except where a Shareholder is required by the Listing Rules to abstain from voting to

approve the matter under consideration;

(h) to provide that a Director appointed by the Board to fill a casual vacancy or as an
additional Director shall hold office until the first annual general meeting after the

appointment and shall then be eligible for re-election;

(i) to provide that the Company may by ordinary resolution appoint or remove an auditor
before the expiration of his term of office, and by ordinary resolution fix the

remuneration of the auditor;
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(j)  to provide that an auditor appointed by the Board to fill any casual vacancy shall hold

office until the next following annual general meeting;

(k) to update the circumstances when the Directors must not vote (nor be counted in the

quorum) to align with the Listing Rules;

(1)  to provide that the Board may resolve to capitalize all or any part of any amount for
the time being standing to the credit of any reserve or fund (including a share
premium account and the profit and loss account) whether or not the same is available
for distribution by applying such sum in paying up unissued shares to be allotted to (i)
employees of the Company (including Directors) and/or its affiliates upon exercise or
vesting of any options or awards granted under any share incentive scheme or
employee benefit scheme or other arrangement which relates to such persons that has
been adopted or approved by the Shareholders at a general meeting, or (ii) any trustee
of any trust to whom shares are to be allotted and issued by the Company in
connection with the operation of any share incentive scheme or employee benefit
scheme or other arrangement which relates to such persons that has been adopted or

approved by the Shareholders at a general meeting; and

(m) to make other amendments, to update or clarify the provisions of the Articles of
Association where it is considered desirable or to better align the wordings with the
Listing Rules and the applicable laws of the Cayman Islands.

Full particulars of the proposed amendments to the relevant provisions of the Articles of
Association brought about by the adoption of the Amended and Restated Articles are set out in
Appendix I to this circular. A special resolution, as contained in the notice of EGM, will be put
forth to the Shareholders for their approval of the proposed amendments to the Articles of
Association by way of adoption of the Amended and Restated Articles at the EGM.

The legal advisers to the Company as to Hong Kong laws have confirmed that the Amended
and Restated Articles comply with the relevant requirements set out in Appendix 3 of the Listing
Rules and the legal advisers to the Company as to Cayman Islands laws have confirmed that the
proposed amendments to the Articles of Association as set out in Appendix I to this circular do

not violate the applicable laws of the Cayman Islands.

The Company confirms that there is nothing unusual about the proposed amendments to the
Articles of Association. The Shareholders are advised that the Amended and Restated Articles
which incorporate the proposed amendments to the Articles of Association are available only in
English and the Chinese translation of the Amended and Restated Articles set out in Appendix I
of this circular in Chinese is for reference only. In case of any inconsistency, the English version

shall prevail.
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NOTICE OF EGM

the EGM is enclosed. Whether or not you are able to attend and vote at the EGM in person, you
should complete and return the accompanying form of proxy in accordance with the instructions
printed thereon to the branch share registrar of the Company in Hong Kong, Tricor Tengis
Limited, at 17/F, Far East Finance Centre, 16 Harcourt Road, Hong Kong as soon as possible but
in any event not less than 48 hours before the time appointed for the holding of the EGM.
Completion and return of the form of proxy will not preclude you from attending and voting in
person at the EGM should you so wish and in such event the instrument appointing a proxy shall
be deemed to be revoked.

No Shareholder is required to abstain from voting on the resolutions to be proposed at the
EGM.

Any such resolution shall
be deemed to have been passed at a meeting held on the date on which it was signed by the
last Member to sign, and where the resolution states a date as being the date of his
signature thereof by any Member the statement shall be prima facie evidence that it was
signed by him on that date.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

(1) Unless otherwise determined by the Company in general meeting, the number of
Directors shall not be less than two (2). There shall be no maximum number of
Directors unless otherwise determined from time to time by the Members in general
meeting.

(5) is prohibited by law from being a Director; or

(6) ceases to be a Director by virtue of any provision of the Statutes or is removed from

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EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS

The Board may from time to time appoint any one or more of its body to be a managing
director, joint managing director or deputy managing director or to hold any other
employment or executive office with the Company for such period (subject to their
continuance as Directors) and upon such terms as the Board may determine and the Board
may revoke or terminate any of such appointments. Any such revocation or termination as
aforesaid shall be without prejudice to any claim for damages that such Director may have
against the Company or the Company may have against such Director. A Director appointed

To be valid, the instrument appointing a proxy must be in writing under the hand of the appointor or of his
attorney authorised in writing or if the appointor is a corporation, either under seal or under the hand of an officer

or attorney duly authorised.

Any member of the Company entitled to attend and vote at the meeting shall be entitled to appoint another person
as his proxy to attend and vote instead of him. On a poll, votes may be given either personally or by proxy. A
proxy need not be a member of the Company. A member may appoint more than one proxy to attend on the same

occasion.

The instrument appointing a proxy and the power of attorney or other authority, if any, under which it is signed or
a certified copy of that power or authority must be deposited at the Company’s branch share registrar in Hong
Kong, Tricor Tengis Limited, at 17/F, Far East Finance Centre, 16 Harcourt Road, Hong Kong not less than 48

hours before the time for holding the meeting or any adjournment thereof.
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4. Where there are joint registered holders of any share, any one of such persons may vote at the meeting, either
personally or by proxy, in respect of such share as if he were solely entitled thereto; but if more than one of such
joint holders be present at the meeting personally or by proxy, that one of the said persons so present whose name

stands first on the register of members in respect of such share shall alone be entitled to vote in respect thereof.
5. A form of proxy for use at the extraordinary general meeting is enclosed herewith.

6. The register of members of the Company will be closed from Thursday, 16 November 2023 to Wednesday, 22
November 2023, both dates inclusive, during which period no transfer of Shares will be registered. In order to
qualify for attending and voting at the EGM, all transfers of Shares accompanied by the relevant share certificates
must be lodged with the Company’s Hong Kong branch share registrar and transfer office, Tricor Tengis Limited,
at 17/F, Far East Finance Centre, 16 Harcourt Road, Hong Kong not later than 4:30 p.m. on Wednesday, 15
November 2023.

7. If tropical cyclone warning signal no.8 or above is hoisted or a black rainstorm warning signal is in force at any
time after 8:00 a.m. on the day of the EGM, then the EGM will be adjourned according to the articles of
association of the Company and further announcement for details of alternative meeting arrangements will be
made. The EGM will be held as scheduled when a tropical cyclone warning signal no. 3 or below is hoisted, or an
amber or red rainstorm warning signal is in force. Shareholders should decide on their own whether they would
attend the EGM under bad weather conditions bearing in mind their own situations and, if they do so, they are

advised to exercise care and caution.
