LICENSE AGREEMENT WITH GSK

This announcement is made by Hansoh Pharmaceutical Group Company Limited (the “Company”, 
together with its subsidiaries, the “Group”) pursuant to Rule 13.09 of the Rules Governing the 
Listing of Securities on The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited (the “Listing Rules”) and the 
inside information provision (as defined in the Listing Rules) under Part XIVA of the Securities 
and Futures Ordinance (Cap.

The board (the “Board”) of directors (the “Directors”) of the Company is pleased to announce 
that on December 20, 2023 (after trading hours), Shanghai Hansoh BioMedical Company Limited* 
(上海翰森生物醫藥科技有限公司) (the “Licensor”), a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Group, 
entered into a license agreement (the “License Agreement”) with GlaxoSmithKline Intellectual 
Property (No.4) Limited (the “Licensee”), pursuant to which the Licensee shall obtain an exclusive 
worldwide license (excluding the Chinese Mainland, Hong Kong, Macau, and Taiwan) to develop, 
manufacture and commercialize HS-20093 (the “Product”) subject to the terms and conditions 
thereof.

The Product is a novel B7-H3-targeted antibody-drug conjugate (ADC) composed of a 
fully-humanized anti-B7-H3 monoclonal antibody covalently linked to topoisomerase inhibitor 
(TOPOi) payload and being developed for the treatment of lung cancer, sarcoma, head and neck 
cancers and other solid tumors in multiple phase I and II clinical studies in China.
