INTRODUCTION
At the forthcoming AGM, resolutions will be proposed to seek the Shareholders’ approval

for, among other things, the grant of the General Mandate and the Repurchase Mandate, the
re-election of Directors and the Proposed Change of Company Name.
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The purpose of this circular is to provide you with information relating to the resolutions to
be proposed at the AGM for the granting of the General Mandate and the Repurchase Mandate,
the re-election of Directors, the Proposed Change of Company Name and the notice of the AGM.

GENERAL MANDATE AND REPURCHASE MANDATE

At the AGM, the Directors propose to seek the approval of the Shareholders to grant to the
Directors the General Mandate and the Repurchase Mandate.

General Mandate

At the AGM, an ordinary resolution will be proposed such that the Directors be given an
unconditional general mandate (i.e. the General Mandate) to allot, issue and deal with, unissued
Shares or underlying shares of the Company (other than by way of rights or pursuant to a share
option scheme for employees of the Company or Directors and/or any of its subsidiaries or
pursuant to any scrip dividend scheme or similar arrangements providing for the allotment and
issue of Shares in lieu of whole or part of the dividend on Shares in accordance with the
Bye-Laws) or make or grant offers, agreements, options and warrants which might require the
exercise of such power, of an aggregate nominal amount of up to 20% of the issued Shares as at
the date of granting of the General Mandate.

In addition, a separate ordinary resolution will further be proposed for extending the
General Mandate authorising the Directors to allot, issue and deal with Shares to the extent of
the Shares repurchased pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate. Details of the Repurchase Mandate
are further elaborated below.

As at the Latest Practicable Date, the Company has an aggregate of 541,828,168 Shares in
issue. Subject to the passing of the relevant resolutions for the approval of the General Mandate
and on the basis that no further Shares are issued or repurchased between the Latest Practicable
Date and the date of the AGM, the Company would be allowed under the General Mandate to
allot, issue and deal with a maximum of 108,365,633 Shares.

Repurchase Mandate

At the AGM, an ordinary resolution will also be proposed such that the Directors be given
an unconditional general mandate to repurchase Shares (i.e. the Repurchase Mandate) on the
Stock Exchange of an aggregate amount of up to 10% of the issued Shares as at the date of
granting of the Repurchase Mandate.

Subject to the passing of the relevant resolution for the approval of the Repurchase
Mandate and on the basis that no further Shares are issued or repurchased between the Latest
Practicable Date and the date of the AGM, the Company would be allowed under the Repurchase
Mandate to repurchase a maximum of 54,182,816 Shares.
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The General Mandate (including the extended General Mandate) and the Repurchase
Mandate shall continue to be in force during the period from the date of passing the resolutions
for the approval of the General Mandate (including the extended General Mandate) and the
Repurchase Mandate until the earliest of (i) the conclusion of the next annual general meeting of
the Company; or (ii) the expiration of the period within which the next annual general meeting
of the Company is required by the Bye-Laws or any applicable laws of Bermuda to be held; or
(iii) the revocation or variation of the General Mandate (including the extended General
Mandate) or the Repurchase Mandate (as the case may be) by ordinary resolution of the
Shareholders in general meeting.

An explanatory statement in connection with the Repurchase Mandate is set out in
Appendix I to this circular. The explanatory statement contains all the requisite information
required under the Listing Rules to be given to the Shareholders to enable them to make an
informed decision on whether to vote for or against the resolution approving the Repurchase
Mandate.

RE-ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

Pursuant to Article 99 of the Bye-Laws, at each annual general meeting one-third of the
Directors for the time being, or, if the number is not three or a multiple of three, then the
number nearest one-third, shall retire from office by rotation provided that every Director shall
be subject to retirement at least once every three years. A retiring Director shall be eligible for
re-election.

Pursuant to Article 102 of the Bye-Laws, any Director appointed by the Board to fill a
casual vacancy shall hold office only until the first general meeting of the Company after his/her
appointment and be subject to re-election at such meeting.

The Nomination Committee noted that pursuant to Articles 99 and 102 of the Bye-Laws and
the prevailing nomination policy of the Company (the “Nomination Policy”), Ms. Chan Yuk
Foebe, Mr. Tang Yiduan, Mr. Shing Pan Yu James and Mr. Hau Chi Kit shall retire by rotation,
and being eligible for re-election at the AGM, the Nomination Committee has nominated Ms.
Chan Yuk Foebe, Mr. Tang Yiduan, Mr. Shing Pan Yu James and Mr. Hau Chi Kit to the Board
for it to recommend to Shareholders for re-election at the AGM. The nomination was made in
accordance with the Nomination Policy and took into account the diversity aspects (including
without limitation, gender, age, cultural and educational background, ethnicity, professional
experience, skills, knowledge and length of service), with due regard for the benefits of
diversity, as set out under the board diversity policy of the Company (the “Board Diversity
Policy”). The Nomination Committee also took into account the extensive knowledge and
business experience of the retiring Directors, the profiles of which are set out in Appendix II to
this circular, and their contributions to the Board. The Board accepted the nominations from the
Nomination Committee and recommended Ms. Chan Yuk Foebe, Mr. Tang Yiduan, Mr. Shing Pan
Yu James and Mr. Hau Chi Kit to stand for re-election by Shareholders at the AGM. The Board
considers that the re-election of each of Ms. Chan Yuk Foebe, Mr. Tang Yiduan, Mr. Shing Pan
Yu James and Mr. Hau Chi Kit as Director is in the best interest of the Company and the
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Shareholders as a whole. Each of Ms. Chan Yuk Foebe, Mr. Tang Yiduan, Mr. Shing Pan Yu
James and Mr. Hau Chi Kit has indicated his/her willingness to offer himself for re-election at
the AGM.

Pursuant to code provision A.4.3 of the Corporate Governance Code contained in Appendix
14 to the Listing Rules, if an independent non-executive director serves more than nine years,
his further appointment should be subject to a separate resolution to be approved by
shareholders. Mr. Hau Chi Kit was appointed as an independent non-executive Director in
December 2013 and therefore would have served for more than nine years as at the date of the
AGM. Mr. Hau Chi Kit has confirmed his independence with reference to the factors as set out
in Rule 3.13 of the Listing Rules. Notwithstanding his years of service as an independent
non-executive Director, (i) the Board has assessed and reviewed the annual confirmation of
independence based on the criteria set out in Rule 3.13 of the Listing Rules and confirmed that
Mr. Hau Chi Kit remains independent; (ii) the Nomination Committee has assessed and is
satisfied of the independence of Mr. Hau Chi Kit; and (iii) the Board is satisfied that through
exercising scrutinising and monitoring functions as an independent non-executive Director, Mr.
Hau Chi Kit has continued to provide independent and objective judgement and advice to the
Board to safeguard the interests of the Group and the Shareholders. As such, the Board believes
that Mr. Hau Chi Kit has the character, integrity, independence and expertise to continue to fulfil
his role as an independent non-executive Director effectively and will continue to bring valuable
experience, knowledge and professionalism to the Board and would recommend Mr. Hau Chi Kit
for re-election as an independent non-executive Director at the AGM.

Details of the retiring Directors who are proposed to be re-elected at the AGM are set out
in Appendix II to this circular.

The Board proposed to change the English name of the Company “China Zenith Chemical
Group Limited” to “Northeast New Materials Energy Storage Group Limited” and to adopt “H It

B R REE B A BR/A R as the Chinese secondary name of the Company to replace its
existing name of “H1 [ KAk T4 M A RA A"

Conditions of the Proposed Change of Company Name
The Proposed Change of Company Name is subject to the following conditions:

(i) the passing of a special resolution by the shareholders of the Company at the AGM to
approve, among others, the Proposed Change of Company Name; and

(i1) the Registrar of Companies in Bermuda approving the Proposed Change of Company
Name.
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Subject to the satisfaction of the conditions set out above, the Proposed Change of
Company Name will take effect from the date of entry of the new English name and the Chinese
secondary name of the Company on the register maintained by the Registrar of Companies in
Bermuda. The Company will then carry out all necessary filing procedures with the Companies
Registry in Hong Kong.

Subject to the Proposed Change of Company Name becoming effective, the English and
Chinese stock short names of the Company will also be changed. Further announcement on the
Proposed Change of Company Name and change in stock short names will be made once the
Proposed Change of Company Name has become effective.

Reasons for the Proposed Change of Company Name
1. The Existing Businesses

In relation to the latest update of the production of chemical products for agriculture
division, Mudanjiang Haidi Technology Company Limited* (4tFHLIE#HEIHARAF), a
subsidiary of the Company, has commenced production since June 2023. It is currently under
stable operation to achieve production output and target. Its output target is 3,500 tons per
annual and its output value is RMB500 million.

2. The Latest Updates on the Production of Electrolyte for Lithium Batteries of Electric
Vehicles

Mudanjiang Dongbei Chemical Engineering Company Limited* ($tFHLHRILIL TAHRA
A]), a subsidiary held as to 63.11% by the Company, has reached consensus in principle with the
partners and will file a project regarding the electrolyte for lithium batteries to the provincial
and municipal development and reform commissions (“DRC”) and at the same time apply for
approvals from 11 different related authorities of the local government, including the
fire/environment/safety ministries. It is expected to commence project development in 2024 and
commence production by the end of 2024. If the production output and target could be reached,
the output value of the project is expected to be RMB2 billion.

3.  Future Development

As many countries around the world have committed to achieving the goal of net zero
emissions, international enterprises have also followed the main stream trend by announcing
adoption of the renewable energy and improvement on the energy efficiency of equipment. In
order to reduce carbon emission, the renewable energy has been considered as a low carbon
solution. Due to the intermittent trait of the renewable energy, the energy storage technology is
required for stable utilization. Apart from the production of chemical products for agriculture
and electrolyte for lithium batteries of electric vehicles, the Company will be able to grasp the
opportunities arising from the rapid development of energy storage, develop energy storage
technology by utilizing its own refined chemical techniques and idle land, and expand its
foothold in this segment.
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The Board considers that the Proposed Change of Company Name will better reflect the
current status of the Group’s business development and its direction of future development. The
Board believes that the new name can provide the Company with a more appropriate corporate
image and identity which will benefit the Company’s business development and is in the best
interests of the Company and Shareholders as a whole.

Effects of Proposed Change of Company Name

The Proposed Change of Company Name, once approved and after becoming effective, will
not, of itself, affect any rights of the Shareholders of the Company or the Company’s daily
business operation and its financial position. All existing certificates of securities in issue
bearing the present name of the Company shall, after the Proposed Change of Company Name
becoming effective, continue to be evidence of legal title to such securities and the existing
share certificates will continue to be valid for trading, settlement, registration and delivery
purposes. Accordingly, there will not be any arrangement for exchange of the existing share
certificates for new share certificates bearing the new name of the Company. Once the Proposed
Change of Company Name becomes effective, new share certificates will be issued only in the
new name of the Company.

Further announcements will be made by the Company concerning the effective date of the
Proposed Change of Company Name and the change of the stock short name upon the Proposed
Change of Company Name becoming effective as and when appropriate.

Ordinary resolutions will be proposed at the AGM to approve, among other
things, the grant of the General Mandate (including the extended General Mandate) and the
Repurchase Mandate, the proposed re-election of Directors and the Proposed Change of
Company Name.

A form of proxy for use at the AGM is enclosed with this circular and such form of proxy
is also published at the website of the Stock Exchange at www.hkex.com.hk. Whether or not you
are able to attend the AGM, you are requested to complete the accompanying form of proxy in
accordance with the instructions printed thereon and deposit the same at the Hong Kong branch
share registrar of the Company, Tricor Tengis Limited at 17/F, Far East Finance Centre, 16
Harcourt Road, Hong Kong as soon as possible and in any event not less than 48 hours before
the time appointed for the holding of the AGM or any adjournment thereof. Completion and
return of the form of proxy will not preclude you from attending and voting in person at the
AGM or any adjournment thereof should you so wish and in such event, the instrument
appointing a proxy shall be deemed to be revoked.

All the resolutions proposed to be approved at the AGM will be taken by poll and an
announcement in relation to the results of the AGM will be made by the Company thereafter.

This circular, for which the Directors collectively and individually accept full
responsibility, includes particulars given in compliance with the Listing Rules for the purpose of
giving information with regard to the Company. The Directors, having made all reasonable
enquiries, confirm that to the best of their knowledge and belief the information contained in
this circular is accurate and complete in all material respects and not misleading or deceptive,
and there are no other matters the omission of which would make any statement herein or this
circular misleading.

RECOMMENDATION

The Directors consider the proposed grant of the General Mandate (including the extended
General Mandate) and the Repurchase Mandate, the proposed re-election of Directors and the
Proposed Change of Company Name are in the interests of the Company, and the Shareholders
as a whole. Accordingly, the Directors recommend the Shareholders to vote in favour of all the
resolutions to be proposed at the AGM.

GENERAL

To the best of the Directors’ knowledge, information and belief, having made all reasonable
enquiries, no Shareholder is required to abstain from voting on any resolutions to be proposed at
the AGM. The Board confirms that to the best of its knowledge, information and belief having
made all reasonable enquiries, as at the Latest Practicable Date, there was no voting trust or
other agreement or arrangement or understanding (other than an outright sale) entered into by or
binding upon any Shareholder and there was no obligation or entitlement of any Shareholder
whereby he has or may have temporarily or permanently passed control over the exercise of the
voting right in respect of his Shares to a third party, either generally or on a case-by-case basis.

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This Appendix serves as an explanatory statement, as required by the Listing Rules, to
provide requisite information to you for your consideration of the Repurchase Mandate.

1. REPURCHASE OF SECURITIES FROM CONNECTED PARTIES

The Listing Rules prohibit the Company from knowingly purchasing its securities on the
Stock Exchange from a “connected person”, that is, a director, chief executive or substantial
shareholder of the Company or any of its subsidiaries or their respective associates (as defined
in the Listing Rules) and a connected person is prohibited from knowingly selling to the
Company his/her/its securities of the Company.

No connected person of the Company has notified the Company that he/she/it has a present
intention to sell any Shares to the Company nor has any such connected person undertaken not
to sell any of the Shares held by him/her/it to the Company in the event that the Repurchase
Mandate is passed.

2. SHARE CAPITAL

Subject to the passing of the proposed resolution for the approval of the Repurchase
Mandate and on the basis that no further Shares are issued or repurchased by the Company prior
to the AGM, the Company will be allowed under the Repurchase Mandate to repurchase a
maximum of 54,182,816 fully paid Shares, representing approximately 10% of the issued Shares
as at the date of passing of the resolution.

APPENDIX II DETAILS OF DIRECTORS PROPOSED

(1) Ms. Chan Yuk Foebe (“Ms. Chan”)

Ms. Chan Yuk Foebe, aged 54, is the chairman and chief executive officer of the Group and
joined the Group in January 2004. Ms. Chan is responsible for the overall management and
business development of the Group. Ms. Chan holds a bachelor’s degree in Accountancy from
the Queensland University of Technology in Australia. Ms. Chan has more than 10 years’
experience in the areas of corporate finance and management. Ms. Chan is a non-executive
director of Heng Tai Consumables Group Limited (Stock Code: 197), whose shares are listed on
the main board of the Stock Exchange. Save as disclosed herein, Ms. Chan did not hold any
other directorships in listed public companies in the last three years. Ms. Chan Yuk Foebe was
appointed as the Chairman and a member of nomination committee with effect from 2 February
2012. On 28 September 2023, the Independent Commission against Corruption (“ICAC”)
arrested Ms. Chan for the investigation related to the bonds for the purpose of immigration
investment and suspended the duties on 12 October 2023.

As at the Latest Practicable Date, Ms. Chan was interested in 143,000 Shares of the
Company (representing approximately 0.03% of the total number of Share in issue) within the
meaning of Part XV of the SFO.
