INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this circular is to provide you with information regarding resolutions to be
proposed at the Annual General Meeting relating to the renewal of general mandates to allot,
issue and deal with the Shares and to repurchase Shares, the re-election of Directors and the

re-appointment of auditors of the Company.



LETTER FROM THE BOARD

At the Annual General Meeting, resolutions, amongst others, will be proposed for the
Shareholders to approve (i) the renewal of the General Mandate and the Repurchase Mandate;
(ii) the extension of the General Mandate to include Shares repurchased pursuant to the
Repurchase Mandate; (iii) the re-election of Directors; and (iv) the re-appointment of auditors of

the Company.
RENEWAL OF GENERAL MANDATES TO ISSUE AND REPURCHASE SHARES
At the Annual General Meeting, the following ordinary resolutions will be proposed:

(a) to grant the General Mandate to the Directors to exercise the powers of the Company
to allot and issue Shares with an aggregate nominal value not exceeding 20% of the
aggregate nominal value of the issued share capital of the Company (excluding
treasury shares) as at the date of passing the resolution, i.e. 46,064,482 Shares. The
General Mandate will end on the earliest of the date of the next annual general
meeting, the date by which the next annual general meeting of the Company is
required to be held by the Bye-Laws or the date upon which such authority is revoked
or varied by an ordinary resolution of the Shareholders at a general meeting of the

Company;

(b) to grant the Repurchase Mandate to the Directors to exercise all powers of the
Company to repurchase issued Shares subject to the criteria set out in this circular.
Under such Repurchase Mandate, the maximum number of Shares that the Company
may repurchase shall not exceed 10% of the aggregate nominal amount of the issued
share capital of the Company (excluding treasury shares) as at the date of passing the
resolution. As at the Latest Practicable Date, the number of Shares in issue is
230,322,413 Shares after the Adjustment. Subject to the passing of the proposed
resolution approving the granting of the Repurchase Mandate and assuming no further
Shares are issued or repurchased prior to the Annual General Meeting, the Company
would be allowed under the Repurchase Mandate to repurchase a maximum of
23,032,241, being 10% of the issued share capital of the Company (excluding treasury
shares) as at the date of passing of the resolution in relation thereof. The Repurchase
Mandate will end on the earliest of the date of the next annual general meeting, the
date by which the next annual general meeting of the Company is required to be held
by the Bye-Laws or the date upon which such authority is revoked or varied by an

(c) subject to the passing of the aforesaid ordinary resolutions of the General Mandate

At the Annual General Meeting, ordinary resolutions will be proposed to re-elect Mr. Chen

RE-APPOINTMENT OF AUDITORS

Elite Partners CPA Limited will retire as the auditors of the Company at the Annual

APPENDIX I EXPLANATORY STATEMENT ON THE REPURCHASE MANDATE

This is an explanatory statement given to all Shareholders relating to a resolution to be
proposed at the Annual General Meeting for approving the Repurchase Mandate. This
explanatory statement contains all the information required pursuant to Rule 10.06(1)(b) and
other relevant provisions of the Listing Rules which is set out as follows:

1. SHARE CAPITAL

As at the Latest Practicable Date, the Company had a total of 230,322,413 Shares in issue
and the Company did not have any treasury shares. Subject to the passing of the resolution
granting the Repurchase Mandate and on the basis that no further Shares are issued or
repurchased during the period from the Latest Practicable Date to the Annual General Meeting,
the Company will be allowed under the Repurchase Mandate to repurchase a maximum of
23,032,241 Shares, representing 10% of the issued share capital of the Company (excluding
treasury shares) as at the date of the passing of the relevant resolution at the Annual General
Meeting.

2.  REASONS FOR SHARE REPURCHASE

The Directors have no present intention to repurchase any Shares. When exercising the
Repurchase Mandate, the Directors may, subject to market conditions and the Company’s capital
management needs at the relevant time of the repurchase, resolve to cancel the shares
repurchased following settlement of any such repurchase or hold them as treasury shares. Shares
repurchased for cancellation may, depending on market conditions and funding arrangements at
the time, lead to an enhancement of the net assets value per Share and/or earnings per Share. On
the other hand, Shares repurchased and held by the Company as treasury shares may be resold on
the market at market prices to raise funds for the Company, or transferred or used for other
purposes, subject to compliance with the Listing Rules, the Bye-laws, and the laws of Bermuda.
Share repurchase will only be made when the Directors believe that such a repurchase will

benefit the Company and the Shareholders as a whole.
3. FUNDING OF REPURCHASE

Pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate, repurchases would be funded entirely from the
Company’s available cash flow or working capital facilities derived from the distributable profits
of the Company which would otherwise be available for dividend or other distributions which
will be funds legally available for the purpose in accordance with the Bye-laws and the laws of
Bermuda.

As compared with the financial position of the Company as at 31 December 2023 (as
disclosed in its latest audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2023), the
Directors consider that there might be material adverse impact on the working capital and on the
gearing position of the Company in the event that the proposed repurchase were to be carried out
in full during the proposed repurchase period. In the circumstances, the Directors do not propose
to exercise the Repurchase Mandate to such an extent as would have a material adverse impact

on the working capital or gearing ratio of the Company.

Mr. Yang holds a bachelor of software engineering from the Beijing Normal
University, Zhuhai. Mr. Yang currently serves managerial position of Jinshang Capital
Investment Management Co. Ltd., primarily responsible for risk management in terms of
investment, lending and product portfolio. He has extensive experience in risk management. The
Company considers that Mr. Yang can provide independent advice to the Company and enhance

the risk management of the Company.
