As all or a majority of the votes were cast in favour of each of the resolutions numbered 1 to 7,
such resolutions were duly passed as ordinary resolutions. In addition, as all votes were cast in
favour of the resolution numbered 8, such resolution was duly passed as a special resolution.

As at the date of the AGM, the total number of Shares in issue was 13,243,397,000 Shares, which
was the total number of Shares entitling the holders to attend and vote on the resolutions at the
AGM. Save as disclosed below, there were no Shareholders that were required under the Listing
Rules to abstain from voting at the AGM. There were no Shares entitling the holders to attend and
abstain from voting in favour at the AGM as set out in Rule 13.40 of the Listing Rules.

The professional trustee appointed by the Company for the amended Discretionary Restricted Stock
Units Plan, the Share-Based Compensation Plan, the People Bet Plan, the Discretionary Long-
Term Incentive Plan and the New Restricted Stock Units Plan, as amended and approved by the
Shareholders on 8 May 2023 for the grant of, among others, share options, restricted stock units
and locked-up shares to eligible participants (the “Share Award Schemes”), being Computershare
Trustees (Jersey) Limited and holding 55,559,035 unvested Shares as at the date of the AGM, is
required to abstain from exercising voting rights in respect of any unvested Shares held by it under
trust for the Share Award Schemes in all general meetings of the Company and is required under
Rule 17.05A of the Listing Rules to abstain from voting on matters that require approval of the
Shareholders under the Listing Rules.

There were no Shares actually voted but excluded from calculating the poll results of the
resolutions. None of the Shareholders have stated in the Circular their intention to vote against or
to abstain from voting on any of the resolutions at the AGM.

The Company’s branch share registrar, Computershare Hong Kong Investor Services Limited,
acted as the scrutineer for the vote-taking at the AGM.

The Directors of the Company, Mr. Jan Craps, Mr. Michel Doukeris, Ms. Katherine Barrett, Mr.
Nelson Jamel, Mr. Martin Cubbon, Ms. Marjorie Mun Tak Yang and Ms. Katherine King-suen
